Staff had received a written request to have the City Council authorize City Manager to issue building permits for 3 new model homes to be located at the SE corner of Military Road and Bentsen Palm Drive.

Amigos Del Valle was requesting the appointment of a representative and alternate for Fiscal Year 2013-14.

The city had been utilizing 75% of the annual CDBG allocation for several years for reconstruction projects. The 2014 STEP program was designed to provide grant monies to increase seat belt enforcement, speed enforcement and DWI enforcement throughout our community.  The grant amount of $105,110.23 would be utilized for enforcement purposes.  The in-kind match of $26,286.20 required by the City of Mission would be matched submitting for hours worked by police dispatchers, and police jailers working during grant activities by police officers; municipal court subpoenas (overtime generated by testifying in court), by accessing a fee for the use of a Mission Police Unit to work the STEP Program and the purchase of Public Information and Education materials to promote the STEP Program.

Services Division
The Mission Police Department was requesting authorization to accept a Victim Coordinator and Liaison Grant from the Office of the Attorney General, Crime Services Division.  The grant was a one-year grant for the FY 2013-2014.  The total amount of the grant was $42,000.00.  There was no cash match required by the City of Mission.  The grant would allow the Mission Police Department to continue the services provided by our Crime Victim Liaison Program. The equipment in question was limited to intoxilyzer mouthpieces, alcohol blood test kits, gunshot residue kits, urine specimen kits, syringe transport tubes and portable breath mouthpieces.  Staff was seeking a favorable recommendation to enter into the inter-local cooperation contract.

Councilman Plata moved to authorize to enter into an Interlocal Cooperation Contract with the Texas Department of Public Safety For the purchase of law enforcement equipment as recommended.  Motion was seconded by Councilwoman Ramirez and approved unanimously 5-0.

Amend contract between City of Mission and Melden & Hunt, to authorize the 
preparation and submission of an application for a grant to the Texas Water 
Development Board (TWDB), for the planning, acquisition and design of sewer 
treatment facilities in the newly acquired CCN areas
The City of Mission had requested that Melden & Hunt Inc. (MHI) amend the existing Mission WWTP contract dated April 19, 2010.  This existing contract was for the provision of professional services associated with a project to offer sanitary sewer services to multiple colonias located in the newly acquired City of Mission CCN.  This amendment being requested was to authorize MHI to seek funding from the TWDB Economically Distressed Areas Program 
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(EDAP), for the planning, acquisition, and design (PAD), for the proposed project.  This grant could provide as much as 50% of the cost of PAD services related to the proposed colonias project.  The anticipated cost of the PAD portion of this project was estimated to be $579,000 with the proposed application for $289,500 (50%).
Staff and City Manager recommended approval.
Councilman Plata moved to amend contract between City of Mission and Melden & Hunt, to authorize the preparation and submission of an application for a grant to the Texas Water Development Board (TWDB), for the planning, acquisition and design of sewer treatment facilities in the newly acquired CCN areas as recommended.  Motion was seconded by Councilwoman Ramirez and approved unanimously 5-0.

Approval of Resolution # 1357 by the City Council of the City of Mission 
requesting financial participation from the Texas Water Development Board; 
authorizing the filing of an application for financial participation; designating the 
Mayor of the City of Mission as the authorized representative of the City of Mission;

The City of Mission had authorized Melden & Hunt to submit an application for the Planning, Acquisition and Design for the expansion of its sewer service area CCN # 20768.  With this application the City of Mission was seeking funding for the purpose of completing all the required items to apply for EDAP funding for constructing sanitary sewer facilities in the newly acquired area.  The project would cover what could be generally described as South of Mile 7, East of Palm Drive, West of La Homa Road, and North of what would be approximately ½ mile South of Mile 5.  This resolution would also satisfy TWDB requirement that the City designate an individual as the authorized representative of the City.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommended approval of this resolution authorizing Melden and Hunt to proceed with the filing of the application requesting financial participation from the TWDB, and designate the Mayor as the City’s authorized representative.
